Students analyse Christian beliefs about the responsibilities of living in a relationship with God, self and others 



	UNIT OVERVIEW

Students begin the unit by reflecting on their current and past relationships to identify both ‘healthy’ & ‘unhealthy’ aspects of relationships. They then analyse the nature of their own relationships with family and friends and how relationships are defined in a variety of visual texts and popular music. Throughout this ‘investigation’, students draw parallels with a Christian view of relationships, recognising that relationships are restored through the power of God’s love and forgiveness. Students are asked to examine how relationships are portrayed in film and then explore “A Walk to Remember” in terms of building positive relationships with people. Finally, students are challenged to consider the implications of Jesus’ command to be a neighbour in a world of inequality and peace. In doing so, they present the encouragement and advice on relationships a New Testament writer would give to the college community.

	STRATEGIES USED TO MEET SPECIFIC NEEDS OF INDIVIDUALS/GROUPS OF STUDENTS
The unit is designed to incorporate a variety of learning activities and assessment tasks that cater for a range of learning styles, however…

· *Written tasks such as the Breakfast Club Analysis and Lyrics of Forgiveness can be modified easily to incorporate an oral examination, powerpoint presentation or similar.

· The media used for the above tasks can be changed to suit the ‘era’ and therefore gain more relevance for the students

· Be aware that some students may unearth sensitive issues in regard to personal relationships (eg: Group poster – Relationship map). It may be appropriate in these cases to complete the map individually to make this task less imposing. 
· ‘Supplementary Activities’ can also be adopted to suit the particular needs of your class (see sequence of learning activities)

	SEQUENCE OF LEARNING OPPORTUNITIES

Introduction – to relationships

· Reflection activity – ‘Who are you friends with?”  (on current and past friendships) 
· Discuss definitions of healthy & unhealthy relationships.
· Outline the different types of relationships we have with a variety of people (family, friends, partners, Jesus)

· What does family mean to me?
Students find lyrics in the top 40 about relationships. They highlight the positives or negatives that are occurring in the relationship. 
Context – of conflict in relationships

Students list different types of relationships.

They study:

· What people do together

· Topics of conversation

· Main hassles & causes

· How problems are resolved, if at all

Development – dealing with conflict personally

· Ways in which people respond to conflict personal analysis & response

Practical Application - role play  parent/daughter/son scenario 

· Students watch “Faulty Towers” and outline Basil’s relationship killers and relationship builders.
Development – dealing with conflict in contemporary culture

· Analysing other young people in conflict through a written analysis on ‘The Breakfast Club’ (includes discussion on image/self esteem plus conflict resolution process & options) 

Development – comparing messages from contemporary culture and The Bible

· Analysing how society deals with conflict 

· Analysis of modern lyrical messages on conflict resolution and comparison with biblical messages of forgiveness 

Development – Biblical understanding of forgiveness
· Forgiveness begins with YOU.
Development – Context of sexual relationships in contemporary society
Practical application
Development – Understanding how Christians build a positive relationship with God

· Prayer

· Reading the Bible

· Attending Church

Response – Living the Christian way of love

	STUDENTS CAN…

· Reflect on their own relationships and identify healthy and unhealthy (positive & negative) aspects of these relationships 
· Look at the language (formal and informal) that we have with the different people in our lives.

· Brainstorm words that reflect ‘relationship killers’ and ‘relationship builders’. Thus, students identify words which contribute to conflict within people’s relationships (change, stress, selfishness, ignorance, stereotyping)
· Complete this sentence … “Family means …” avoid allowing students to write cliché phrases like Family means the world to me.
· Develop skills of conflict management and strategies for dealing with conflict in a variety of situations. Use the case study from the lesson plan (Sienna). Extension: Ask the students to think about what sort of language they could use to negotiate rather than … “You NEVER let me do what I want”, but rather, “This would be a good opportunity to show you that I can be trusted.”
· Role play scenarios that show the cause of conflict and arguments (eg: arriving home late from a party, not doing chores, type of music being listened to) and propose possible solutions to reduce conflicts

· Investigate the impact and influence of individual decisions on young people’s lives (eg: is it OK to make bad decisions in order to keep an ‘image’ amongst my peers?)

· Analyse the effectiveness of the conflict resolution strategies used by Basil Faulty in the episode. 

· Analyse the approach to conflict resolution expressed in modern lyrics.

· Consider the things that Jesus valued about people and relationships 

· Analyse how he restored broken relationships or gave advice on how to do so.

· Consider the things that Jesus valued about people and relationships

· Complete reflection questions on “Nooma Luggage”
· Identify key messages in relationships from New Testament passages through the activity “God’s word on Forgiveness”
· Examine the word ‘love’ and how it is overused in society today

· Look at some examples in the media today to see how real love is expressed.

· Look at God’s intention for an intimate relationship and the differences between the types of love that we can experience.

· “Look at the example of “Nooma Flame” where Bell outlines what we were actually built for.

· Propose the values and beliefs that underpin a responsible approach and development of healthy relationships through unit reflection questions.
· Apply these value and beliefs to specific ideas and initiatives designed to improve relationships within the college community.
· Revisit the lyrics from earlier in the term and see what advice you would give the writer of this song to help with conflict management, building positive relationships and maintaining friendships.
