	Key Idea 2: Christians are called to love and serve all people.


	Outcome: Students reflect on the concept of Christian vocation and its significance for self and others.

	Unit Overview:  Footprints – What we do, leaves a mark in this world - a footprint that records the path we have chosen. 
Christians view their calling (footprint) as God’s gift to the world.  Their redeemed, renewed selves pave the way to transform community living as they bring a God-breathed approach in all dimensions of life.  Their commitment to love and service of individuals and communities – vocation – opens doors to tell God’s story of redemption and for God to heal a broken world. 

OutcomeS:

Students will know:

· Christians are ambassadors for Christ by the way they live their lives.

· Christian vocation means being a living sacrifice for God

· God does his work in the world through people whether they recognize it or not.

· The idea that work and daily routine are a gift from God and are to be enjoyed.

Students can:

· Research the importance of a sense of vocation in the lives of Christians.

· Reflect on how the events of life and attitudes towards work and service shape the sense of direction and purpose in life.

· Identify needs, design and implement an action plan to serve the needs of others.

	Teaching/Learning Strategies


Teachers work through the following lesson plans which address the following themes:

· My Footprint

· Moses’ Footprint

· Joshua’s Footprint

· Famous Footprints

· Vocation’s Footprint

· God’s Footprint
· Jesus’ Footprint  (Easter)

Each lesson is designed for two periods ( ie one week’s work) except for Famous Footprints that can last for four periods.

Use the dotpoints within each footprint to highlight and discuss the knowledge indicators identified in students will know  (see Outcomes above).

Assessment is included.  A visit to a local cemetery could be included.
The two lessons in bold need to be assessed to determine the mark for Christian Studies this term.

And, from their inquiry into all of the footprints, students prepare a response to the essential question Can a footprint have impact?
