What is true Christian leadership? 
How can I become a leader? 
	OUTCOME 
Students analyse and respond to ways in which Christians and others are challenged to serve, respect and value other people. 

	UNIT OVERVIEW

Students begin the unit with a general exploration of what makes a good person and discussing virtues that are admired in others. They are then involved in group building and leadership activities that encourage them to experience first hand what is required of an effective leader. They are challenged to make comparisons between what people in biblical times expected the ‘Messiah’ to be like and the reality of Jesus’ leadership style as detailed in the gospel accounts. Consideration is then given to the important leadership qualities of great human leaders over time and then taken a step further via a creative summative assignment comparing the actions of our current prime minister with that of Jesus. Here students will use their creative skills to reflect again on the human and divine nature of Jesus while asking ‘What would he do?”. Students are challenged to develop as a leader by improving their skills of communication. This culminates in the final summative health task where they can make a difference in the world by presenting an inspirational speech on a personal health issue.

	STRATEGIES USED TO MEET SPECIFIC NEEDS OF INDIVIDUALS/GROUPS OF STUDENTS
A variety of learning activities and assessment tasks are used to cater for differences between student learning styles. Students can choose between a creative writing task or collage within the ‘Imagine life with Jesus as our leader’ activity. The unit demands that students are involved in discussion at regular intervals, although small group discussion can be engaged more often for those students who lack the confidence to speak in front of the whole class.

Similarly, the ratio between formative/summative assessment tasks can be adjusted to suit the cohort.
