	KEY IDEA
What is the meaning of life?

	OUTCOME 
Students critique Christian, individual and community responses to the needs of the world. They develop and defend a personal position in regard to purpose and meaning in their own lives.

	UNIT OVERVIEW

Students begin the unit by pondering the apparent futility of our daily ‘grind’ – working, eating, sleeping – and consider the prospect of a life without ‘meaning’. They are introduced to Solomon (in Ecclesiastes) who experiences so many worldly pleasures yet still is devoid of meaning (‘it is all useless!’). Students investigate and report on the nature of human beings (positive and negative aspects) and compare this to being made in the ‘image of God’. They reflect on and prioritise sources of meaning in their own lives, and assess other areas of life that may bring meaning (pleasures, money, work, family, friends etc). In every lesson, students walk with Solomon as he experiences every pleasure yet remains unfulfilled, until he fully appreciates the role of God in his life (other Bible passages are also used to support this). To conclude, students respond in writing by summarising the key concepts covered in the course and deciding for themselves the answer to the question…’What is the meaning of life?’.

	STUDENTS/LEARNERS PROFILE

· Students undertake Year 11CRAVE as a subject that counts towards their SACE (1 point for health, 1 for Religion).However, because CRAVE in Year 11 is compulsory, their attitude towards the subject can be negative as it is seen to interfere with valuable study time. 

· They are generally highly relational, have strong links with media (film/music) and respond well to a variety of learning experiences and assessment tasks.    
	ESSENTIAL/GUIDING QUESTION/STATEMENT 

· As humans, we are in a constant search for meaning and purpose in life. We attempt to ‘fill the gap’ left by God with earthly pleasures. Christians believe that it is only through faith in God and by experiencing an active relationship with Him that true meaning can be found.

· Express personal ideas on Christianity, SIR at Tatachilla & topics they would like to explore further
· Explore the human pursuit of pleasure

· Evaluate the ability of pleasure to bring purpose and meaning to life

· Consider  Solomon’s view on pleasure and meaning

· Analyse music lyrics and how they address the interplay between pleasure, meaning and purpose

· Apply aspects of human greed represented in a short film to a biblical parable  

· Explore the human pursuits of work and money

· Evaluate the ability of work & money to bring happiness and meaning to life

· Reflect on Solomon’s perspectives on work and money

· Consider hedonistic song lyrics and evaluate their relevance for everyday living
· Reflect on personal family structure and history

· Evaluate the depth meaning gained from family structures and relationships

· Apply the biblical concept of ‘one body, many parts’ to their own family life 

· Describe personal feelings in a creative manner

· Summarise key elements of the course and their place in evaluating purpose and meaning in life
· Express their personal opinion on the meaning of life and the role God plays in this
