	Title: Christianity and Judaism
Strand: Christianity In The World
Band: B

Year Level: Three

Duration: One Term



	Key Idea: 1 Students explore links between Christianity and Judaism. Christianity has a history in Judaism. A study of Judaism as expressed in the Old and New Testaments gives insights into the concepts, symbols and practices and stories at the core of Christianity. Christianity interprets the old and new Testaments in relation to Jesus and attaches a different meaning to the events and concepts it shares with Judaism.

Outcomes: CW 3.1 Students explore the links between Christianity and Judaism.

· Students describe key ideas and concepts fundamental to Judaism.

· Students describe key ideas and concepts fundamental to Christianity.

· Students illustrate the relationship between Christianity and Judaism.

· Students discuss the different view of Jesus held by Christians and Jews. 



	Focus Questions: 

What do students already know of Judaism?

What are the distinctive features of Judaism?

What are the distinctive features of Christianity? 

What is common to these two religions? 

What are the essential points of difference between these religions?



	Assessment Strategies: 

Observation

Work analysis

Students’ self assessment



	Introductory Activities:

Students share what they already know about Judaism: history, stories, culture, symbols. Journal in Christian Studies books.

Excursion organised to visit the Jewish Synagogue at Glenside, Adelaide. 

Prior to this excursion the students research key ideas and concepts of Judaism: select from following focus words: synagogue, rabbi, Passover, worship, dress, food (kosher), prophets, Pharisees, laws, Jewish leaders and symbols. Students work in pairs or small groups to investigate, document and share back findings to the class.

In a similar way, students research key ideas and concepts of Christianity: select from sacred buildings, leaders, Easter, worship, sacraments, salvation, mission, symbols and celebrations.


	Indicators:

Students create posters and charts illustrating key ideas and concepts fundamental to Judaism and Christianity, explaining their meanings and importance. (Assessment task: can the student identify and clearly explain the importance to Judaism of the key idea they have chosen to research?)

Students create a list of questions to investigate during the synagogue excursion.

Students spend time in church adjacent to school talking to staff, examining artifacts and symbolism, exploring key concepts.

Students create posters and charts illustrating key ideas and concepts fundamental to Christianity explaining their meanings and importance 



	Development Activities:

Students build onto this introductory activity sharing what they know about Christianity using these four headings: history, stories, culture and symbols. 

Students create and share artworks depicting symbols that are significant to either Jews, Christians or both. 

Label and display. Why are these symbols important? What will you emphasise?


	Make a collection of symbols, images, stories to show the distinctive features of  Christianity and Judaism. Look for points of comparison to make connections between the historical links of Judaism and Christianity. 

Highlight For Assessment: Can the student ‘talk to’ the artwork? Are the points of comparison clearly identified by the student? 

	Response Activities: 

Students identify key Biblical events that are significant to both Jews and Christians. It would be useful for students to generate a list of potential events.

Choose one event research it and retell the story from a Jewish perspective/a Christian perspective. Challenge children to consider what changes between the perspectives, why? 
	Describe the different ways Christians and Jews celebrate important events in their history.

Discuss the different views of Jesus held by Christians and Jews. 

Highlight For Assessment: Use an account such as the Easter account. Can the student list points of difference between the event from a Christian perspective? A Jewish perspective. Can the student offer reasons for these differences? Differences could be organised in a Venn diagram.
