STUDENT OPENING: School Captain Manuel Barth.
At dawn on April 25th 1915, The Australian and New Zealand Army Corp’s commenced a landing at a place now known as ANZAC Cove.  The ships that carried the men anchored 1and 1/2 kilometres away from the shore and the men were carried ashore in small boats and launches.  Each man carried a blanket, a waterproof sheet, a rifle with about 200 rounds of ammunition, some biscuits and meat, a bottle of water and a lot of small things that most people would carry nowadays if they wanted to go backpacking style camping.  They also carried a small trenching tool that was kind of a pick and shovel.  This gear was very heavy and some of the troops actually drowned as they made their way to the shore.  Many, many others, in fact thousands were shot and wounded before they made it to shore.  This was the start of what would become the making of the ‘ANZAC legend’.
