3a examine the implications of
Jesus’ command to be a neighbour
in a world of inequality and prejudice

3b identify actions which
demonstrate love and respect in
personal relationships

3b identify attitudes and actions
which demonstrate love and respect
for all peoples of the world

3b explore causes and effects of
injustice and prejudice among
people

3b explore the Christian belief that
the gospel removes barriers between
people

3c investigate Christians who have
worked towards love, respect and
equality between peoples

3c examine the role of Christians in
addressing social issues
