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The Lutheran Church of Australia thankfully acknowledges the faithful and committed service of 
Michael Bowmer to Lutheran education for 29 years. 

Michael commenced his service in Lutheran education in 1983 when he was appointed as a teacher 
at Hermannsberg Lutheran School.  In 1986 he moved to St John’s Lutheran School, Bundaberg, 
and then in 1990 another move to Faith Lutheran College Redlands. 

Michael took on his first principal role at Murtoa Lutheran School in 1993 and continued his principal 
role at St Andrew Lutheran School, Darwin, in 1998.
