This student used plasticine.  She made the hand of God, the cross of Christ and the dove representing the Holy Spirit.





This student made a “Tent of God”.  He began with a triangle but kept going into a triangular prism.  One wall had God the Father written on it, the back wall had God the Son, the other side wall had the Holy Spirit.  On the floor of the tent he had written “AMEN.”





This student made a collage and designed a triangle to represent Trinity.  She used images of fire for the Holy spirit, the bright sunshine in the centre as the Father and the image of the cross for Christ.
