Karen’s association with the school began when her children were first enrolled. At that time the 
school belonged to the Uniting Church of Australia.

Karen commenced employment at Sunshine Christian School, Sunshine North in 1993 and was 
appointed Secretary. In 2004 the school became a school of the Lutheran Church of Australia 
and Karen continued in this position.   

Karen’s listening ear and sage advice made her the first point of call for supporting the wellbeing 
of parents, students and staff. Her passion for the school, staff, students and parents has 
enabled her to forge strong relationships. Going over and above her secretarial duties, she 
spent many hours listening patiently to parent concerns or to show special attention to students 
who were sick, injured or just in need of a loving adult.

Karen epitomised true servant leadership and showed genuine 
interest and concern for the welfare of every member of the community.
