e research or surveys that you may have conducted with colleagues or students to explore an
aspect of theology and practice

e images, videos, recordings you have captured or created that convey an aspect of your
learning or engagement with the outcomes

e notes or video of conversations you have organised with colleagues about theological
concepts and how they are given expression in the school or ECS
