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This team is committed to facilitating meaningful and challenging spiritual growth opportunities for the staff at Golden Grove Lutheran Primary School so that each staff member engages in their own personal journey with Jesus. Over recent years we have developed several activities and experiences that we feel could be of benefit to other schools. 
Below is a list of dot points that describe what we could offer by visiting another school if such a thing was requested or needed. Reps from other schools are also welcome to visit us.
· How to get started with developing the spiritual climate and culture of your school where spiritual growth is a sought after priority? A culture where part of our individual journeys are in fact a shared journey…together as part of the body of Christ.
