Engage…connect…build…sustain…Notes for NLSW Worship Powerpoint 2
Scripture Reading (Matthew 25:31-46, paraphrased)

Reader One:
Jesus said this to the people:



“When the Son of Man comes in glory…



all the people of the world will gather around him.



Then he will separate them into two groups,



just as a shepherd separates sheep from goats.



The sheep will be on the right



and the goats will be on the left.

Reader Two:
“He will then say to those on the right:


Come, you have God’s blessing;



enter the kingdom



that has been prepared for you



from the beginning of time.

Reader Three:
“For I was hungry


And you gave me to eat;



I was thirsty and you gave me to drink.



I was a stranger and you welcomed me.



I was sick and you comforted me;



I was in prison and you came to visit me.”

Reader Four:
But they were astonished:



“When did we do these things for you?” they asked.

Reader Five:
He will answer them this way:



“I assure you, as often as you did any of these things



for the least of my sisters and brothers,



you did them for me.”



This is the word of the Lord.

Prior to worship:

· prepare bible verses (for possibilities, see below): these will need to be on slips of paper, one for each worshipper. For a very large group you could make a selection and create another powerpoint slide to use as the reflection point within the service. Adjust other references to the bible verses and slips of paper accordingly
· gather pebbles, one for each worshipper. For very large numbers you could organize for representatives to make the symbolic pebble ripples for their respective groups.

· prepare a “pool” of water, or, several “pools” could be placed strategically around the worship area

· locate some soft background music to play during the symbolic action (eg Arvo Part’s Spiegel im Spiegel, Brahms’ Intermezzo opus 118, Massenet’s Thais Meditation, Schindler’s List Theme Song – piano version…all can be found on You Tube).
· decide on songs to be used and the placement of songs within the service order 

· song 282 could be used as a sung response in the prayer
