She has identified, with teacher and
parent help, students who are struggling at school in Maths, English or socialisation with peers and
coordinated relevant support for these students in class and where necessary, withdrawal from class.

She has encouraged the many students that she has worked with academically but has, just as or more
importantly, encouraged and nurtured these same students and their parents to find their areas of
strength and appreciate how important they are as God's children.

During her time at TLS, Jenny also coordinated the Learning Assistance Program (LAP) for many years,
a student-centred and volunteer-based mentoring program designed to assist schools to implement
one-to-one learning to support, guide and enrich the wellbeing and learning outcomes of students.
