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Theme:  

Notes to accompany Worship I

Prior to worship you will need to:

· Place a large candle, or clusters of tea-light candles in the worship space.

· Make/place a large kite in a prominent position in the worship space. This can act as an aid to engage with the physical and emotional sensations of moving with the Spirit of God. The kite should have a tail, but no bows.

· Give everyone who gathers for worship a paper cut-out of a bow and something to write with. During the symbolic action they are invited to write a word on the bow-shaped piece of paper (something they remember from a song, or prayer or the bible reading or message) and attach it to the tail of the kite.
· For large groups this action can be modified, ie using representatives from classes or home groups.

· Choose the songs (see listed suggestions)

The chorus of AT 218 (Spirit) is used as a sung response in the prayer. This could be sung by a student or staff choir.
· Choose bible reading/theme (see listed suggestions)

Notes to accompany Worship II

Prior to worship you will need to:

Prepare for candle lighting segment: 

· four readers, four candles and a table are needed.

· each reader needs a candle to carry, places it on a table and lights it before reading

An additional candle, the Christ candle, is needed and can be placed at the centre of the other four.

Make or find four masks, one for each reader of the lament. These should preferably be plain and non-coloured.

Arrange for music to be played softly during the prayer.

Make/find a tree (a large artificial Christmas tree would be fine), and cut lengths of ribbon of all colours, one length for each person worshipping.

Choose the songs (see listed suggestions)

The refrain for AT 383 (Icon of grace) is used as a sung response in the prayer. This could be sung by a school or staff choir.
Choose bible reading/theme (see listed suggestions)

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Notes to accompany Worship III

· arrange for a gigantic paper chain to be made, so that there are is at least one link for each worshipper. Ideally, this chain should  surround the worshippers. It would be good if it were visible, too.

· choose the songs (see listed suggestions)

· choose bible reading/theme (see listed suggestions)

· choose background music for the prayer
