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We have been learning about the fascinating story of Martin Luther, history’s most important reformer, first person to translate and print the Bible in German, and great hero of the Christian Church. You will be asked to complete an assignment based on this person. 


Choose one of the following:
1. Design a board game about Martin Luther:

a. Include all major dates and brief description of the significance of this event/date,

b. Include small illustrations as appropriate for the event.
OR

2. Create a power-point presentation based on Martin Luther’s life:

a. Include all major dates and brief description of the significance of this event/date

b. Include small illustrations as appropriate for the event.

OR

3. Develop a script & puppet play based on a certain time in Martin Luther’s life:
a. Must construct a script that will be submitted
b. Must perform play to class

OR

4. Construct a movie based on Martin Luther’s life:

a. Must construct a script that will be submitted

b. Must perform play to class

5. Make a model of the printing press and describe how it influenced the spread of Reformation. 
a. Demonstrate your model to the class,

b. Include a 300 word write-up on its impact on the Reformation. 
c. You should be prepared to answer any questions the teacher or any colleagues may have.

6. Create a song based on Martin Luther’s life. 
a. Include all major dates and brief description of the significance of this event/date

b. Must submit lyrics to song for assessment

c. Can play song for class
OR
7. Describe in detail one of the Catholic-Protestant wars. 

a.
Include a 300-word write-up.

b.
Present your facts including maps, locations, dates, people’s names and their social status.

c.
You should be prepared to answer any questions the teacher or any colleagues may have.
Each student will need to include an individual write-up. This must include:
· 2 references 

· All mentioned facts need to be referenced correctly. 

· A Bibliography on a separate page

· Remember that each item in your Bibliography needs to have referred 

to in your write-up at least once. 

· Demonstrate a thorough understanding of the relevance and use of your creation. 

· The response must be at least 300 words long. 

· It needs to be in logical order. 

· Do not include subtitles, but use a new paragraph for each new idea. 

· Use formal language. 

· Remember to label any diagrams or photographs you may use and to refer to them in the write-up.
