She is a true Christian, always 
using her faith and values to guide her. Rita’s influence on her colleagues and the many students 
whose lives she has touched will be felt for many, many years to come. A true servant leader, 
Rita volunteered countless times to support colleagues while also using opportunities like the 
Maths HelpDesk to support students outside of class time.   
 
Rita is also very accomplished outside of her teaching role, speaking regularly at conferences, 
participating in research programs, and even developing a mathematics software program in 
partnership with her son, which was sold to the University of Melbourne.
