Worship

1.Worship is a mystery, because God is present and
active in worship.

2.In worship we participate in the divine, eternal life of
the Holy Trinity.

3.The Trinity is active in worship: God calls us into
God'’s presence, forgives us, and speaks to us. God
listens to us, gives us God’s gifts, and invites us to the
heavenly banquet.

Worship

4.The essential features of worship are: baptism,
confession and absolution, reading and preaching
the word, prayer, and the sacrament of the altar.

5.In worship the church begins to do in time what it
will do in eternity

6.The Triune God wants all people to worship and
enjoy him forever.

7.No particular order of service is essential, but all
orders should confess the Christian faith.
